MoDOT closes I-70 lanes overnight Tuesday - Thursday
Work requires occasional 10-minute full interstate closure
ST. LOUIS – The Missouri Department of Transportation will close two lanes on Interstate 70 in St. Louis City near St. Louis Avenue overnight Tuesday, September 14 through Thursday, September 16 to place girders for the St. Louis Avenue bridge over I-70.
Crews will close the interstate completely for up to 10 minutes at a time during this work as they move girders.
Planned closures are:
· Tuesday, September 14 – Crews will close the right two lanes of westbound I-70 starting at 10:30 p.m. after traffic from that night’s St. Louis Cardinal home game clears up.  Crews will watch traffic levels to ensure traffic has cleared before closing lanes. Lanes will reopen by 5 a.m. Wednesday.
· Wednesday, September 15– Crews will close the right two lanes of eastbound I-70 starting at 7:30 p.m.  The lanes will reopen by 5 a.m. Thursday.
· Thursday, September 16 – If needed, crews will close the right two lanes of westbound I-70 starting at 10:30 p.m. after traffic from the Cardinal home game clears. Lanes will reopen by 5 a.m. Friday.
