The company specializes in technically and logistically complex projects of all sizes. It develops
unique and innovative engineering methods for the erection of cable supported, movable,
and other complex structures, and for the repair and maintenance of bridges of all types.

American Bridge is a high value added organization that self-performs the majority of the
contracts it undertakes. Projects include bridges of all types, complex buildings and other
faciliies, structural steel erection for large or long-span building structures, and marine facilities.
The company also manufactures a range of structural steel and precast concrete products,
and specialized erection equipment.

Contract types primarily include design-build, lump sum general contracting, and supply only;

Special & International Projects (SIP) - Pursues and executes large domestic bridge construction
projects delivered under alteranative delivery systems, i.e., public/private partnerships or design/
build, and projects outside of the United States.

Manufacturing - A fabricator of steel bridges and bridge components, operates manufacturing
plants in Coraopolis, Pennsylvania, and Reedsport, Oregon.

New York - Pursues and executes bridge and marine construction projects in the New York
City metropolitan area, including the metropolitan portions of New Jersey and Connecticut.
