KEY TO DRIVING 

Slow down and obey traffi c signs.  ü

Yield to pedestrians and  ü

bicyclists as you approach 

the roundabout; they 

have the right-of-

way when entering a 

crosswalk.

Yield to all traffi c on your  ü

left that’s already in the 

roundabout.

“Wait for the Break” - Enter the  ü

roundabout when there is a safe gap in 

traffi c.

Keep your speed low within the roundabout and stay  ü

in your lane.

Emergency vehicles always have the right-of-way.  ü

Always yield to them in a roundabout.  If you have 

not entered the roundabout, pull over and allow 

emergency vehicles to pass.  It you have entered 

the roundabout, continue to your exit, then pull over 

and allow the emergency vehicle to pass.  Avoid 

stopping in the roundabout.

Large vehicles like trucks may need extra room to  ü

complete their turn; give them plenty of space. 

Remember, that all turns are right turns in the  ü

roundabout.

As you approach your exit, turn on your right turn  ü

signal.

Yield to pedestrians and bicyclists as you exit ü
